The scientific concept of
acquisition of museum funds contains a
generalized systematic view of the tasks,
directions, forms and methods of acquisition in
accordance with the profile of the museum and its
place in the museum network. It defines the criteria
for selecting materials for the collections, taking
into account the goals and objectives of the
museum, as well as the range and volume of
information recorded in the acquisition documents.
In the process of source studies, work with
collections, creation of expositions and exhibitions,
plans for acquisition of funds are drawn up.
